It all boils down to the defense of
Scripture. If Christians do not stand firm
and earnestly contend for the faith, then
the authority of Scripture is jeopardized
and sound doctrine will begin to slip
away. So at the heart of this research is
the defense of the plain teaching of the
Bible. If we cannot take Genesis at face
value, the rest of Scripture comes into
question.

The evidence for a young earth is quite
convincing and should at least cause
those who believe that the earth is bil-
lions of years old to re-examine the evi-
dence. The supposed old age of rocks and
fossils is really the “linchpin” of evolu-
tion. The RATE research not only calls
into question these dating techniques, but
it has also offered real evidence that the
earth is thousands, not billions of years
old, just as the Bible teaches.

ICR’s desire has always been two-fold; to
discover truth about Biblical and scientific
creation, and to communicate it carefully
and accurately. This transmission was ini-
tially through books and seminars, then
through the ICR Graduate School, and the
more recent media of videos and DVDs.
The efforts have been successful. When
ICR started in 1970, there was precious
little creation information available, but
now resources abound. Seemingly on ev-
ery subject and at every level.

One entirely new medium of commu-
nication which was unforeseen in 1970
is the World Wide Web. The web actu-
ally began as a way for university sci-
entists to share their findings, and ICR
scientists were quickly on board. Soon
it grew to a “web” of undreamed scope,
and ICR realized its vast communica-
tion potential.

Perhaps the first creation website, we
began in 1995 to archive Acts & Facts
articles, making them easily available.

Origins Issues: one-page commen-
taries by Frank Sherwin on issues
raised in science journals.

The President’s Column: usually
“big picture” thoughts on issues
relevant to creation ministry,
especially ICR.

Other articles of varying content.

4. Archived Days of Praise issues:
readings from ICR’s daily devotional
Bible study booklet.

5. Upcoming speaking and outreach
events: referenced by State.

6. Upcoming radio broadcasts, as well as
archived audio programs.

7. Online bookstore, containing all of
ICR’s regular resources as well as
many other materials of interest to
creationists.

8. General information: ICR’s history,
scope, how to sign up for publications,
and how to donate to ICR’s support.

PTEROSAUR!

The pterosaur (“teer-o-sore”) was a remarkable flying reptile of the pre-Flood, and
possibly post-Flood world. They must have been an incredible sight in their day. Pte-
rosaurs came in a wide variety. The largest had a wingspan of 40 ft (12m) Quetzalcoatlus
named after a winged serpent god.

How did pterosaurs acquire flight? Secular scientists are not sure. The fourth digit
in the hand of Quetzalcoatlus was amazingly lengthened to act as the wing’s main
support. As is always the case, the fossil record is silent as to how the supposedly
gradual process of fourth-digit elongation occurred. In other words, there are no fos-
sils showing a gradual progression of a short to an incredibly elongated digit. Indeed,
the first time pterosaurs are found in the fossil record they are creatures with large
brains and hollow bones—able to take to the air. Because evolutionists cannot show
how pterosaurs might have evolved from bats or birds, they must fall back on “conver-
gent evolution” that says similar structures developed more than once, in pterosaurs
and in the birds, which are only distantly related. But Darwinists can only presume
such structures evolved as creatures adapted to similar environments. As creation sci-
entist Gary Parker observes, “convergence, in the sense of similar structures designed
to meet similar needs, would be expected, of course, on the basis of creation according
to a common design.”!

Darwinists are uncertain as to why pterosaurs became extinct. One secular text
states that perhaps . . . they were in competition with the birds, which were becoming
modernized in late Cretaceous times. The birds were evidently much more efficient
than the pterosaurs, and it is quite likely that their perfection contributed to the end of
the flying reptiles.”

But just two years later virtually the opposite was stated! Nature magazine re-
ported that researchers used a CAT scanner more powerful than the machine used in
hospitals to image the inside of two fossilized pterosaur heads, (Rhamphorhynchus
and Anhanguera, taken from Germany and Brazil respectively). The three-dimensional
computer images revealed that according to the size of the flocculus—a brain region
designed for controlling movement—these pterosaurs could in fact outperform “mod-
ern birds and bats.”® The research shows these pterosaurs were amazingly complex.
The flocculus took up over seven percent of the brain mass of the pterosaur, whereas
birds use but two percent. One researcher suggested this enlargement was because the
pterosaur used huge amounts of information collected by the expansive wing mem-
brane. The wing seemed to be an “extra sensory organ.”*

Creation scientists maintain the studies show that these animals were designed by
God for powered flight from the start, and that they had not “adapted to life in the air.”

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SPIRITUAL OXYMORON

“They feared the Lorp, and served their own gods” (Il Kings 17:33).

God’s commentary on Israel in II Kings 17 is one of the more pathetic
descriptions of Israel in Scripture. Israel had been given many chances to
repent and return to their God, yet they remained two-faced: they wor-
shiped Jehovah but “did secretly those things that were not right against
the Lorp their God” (Il Kings 17:9). The Northern 10 tribes were there-
fore taken away into Assyria as punishment (II Kings 17:23).

In the closing days of the Northern Kingdom, Hezekiah of Judah led a
revival, because: “he clave to the Lorp and departed not from follow-
ing Him, but kept His commandments” (I Kings 18:6). That “revival”
was literally a “purge” of the duplicitous worship rampant in Israel and
copied in Judah. Josiah led a later purge of Judah and returned genuine
worship once again to God’s people (II Kings 22-23). Josiah “turned
to the Lorp with all his heart, and with all his soul, and with all his
might” (I Kings 23:25).

“A DOUBLE MINDED MAN IS UNSTABLE IN ALL HIS WAYS”
(JAMES 1:8).

ICR speakers frequently hear something like, “I believe the Bible is God’s
word and I believe in creation—just not like it says in Genesis. Science
tells us the details.” Can this be? Is this attitude a legitimate option for
the Christian? It has become common for professors at evangelical semi-
naries to consider Genesis on a par with Babylonian myth. Belief in cre-
ation is not welcome.
