Among the long-standing mysteries of thi
Bible, are the locations of the five Bibli-
cal Cities of the Plain, including Sodom
and Gomorrah. The search for these cil
ies had been elusive and many possib
sites and explanations have been offere
But in 1973, Walter Rast and Thoma:
Schaub conducted an archaeological st

and between then and 1990 excavated and
described potential sites for these five
Cities of the Plain.

In Bible and Spaddvol. 12, no. 3,
Summer 1999), Bryant Wood presents an
impressive argument for the present site
of Bab edh-Dhra as the ancient city of
Sodom. Evidence used for argument in-
cludes Early Bronze Age artifacts, paleo-
botany, fortifications, and evidence of a
firey destruction. Wood weaves the Gen-
esis account into the current on-site ob-
servations to demonstrate the correlation
of facts to Bible history. Another corol-
lary find was an ancient mosaic map
which located the city of Zoar, where
Abraham’s nephew, Lot, fled to as he es-
caped the fire and brimstone destruction
of Sodom. After making the archaeologi-
cal observations, Wood recognized the
evidence that the site of the former city
has been radically altered by significant
geological processes.

As aresult of these recent conclusions,
Wood asked Dr. Austin at ICR to visit the
site and prepare a detailed geological de-
scription of the region.

Gatesy reports:

The phylogenetic affinities of Cetacea have not been clearly resolved
by either molecular or morphological characters. The rapidly growing
molecular database should, in theory, complement anatomical evidence
from the spectacular fossil discoveries of the past 15 years. Unfortu-
nately, recent phylogenetic analyses show more conflict than compro-
mise between molecules and morphology.

Richard Monastersky ofcience News$v. 156) agrees, saying “The war over
whales pits the classical techniques of studying bones and flesh against the m
modern methods of genetic analysis—two approaches that lead to different ve
sions of the whale’s origin tale.”
