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PROGRESS IN THE ARK SEARCH

The search for Noah's Ark continues to
occupy the thoughts of many and war-
rants an update. The search certainly oc-
cupied my thoughts for many years, so |
fully understand the fascination. My per-
sonal involvement has receded to advi-
sor to the groups still active, but their ac-
tivities are quite significant, certainly
worthy of an update in Acts & Facts.

In reality, precious little has been ac-
complished on Ararat for over a decade,
primarily due to political instability in
nearby Irag. But in summer of 2001, two
American groups attempted to launch sci-
entifically based, high tech expeditions.
They each spent
enormous amounts
of time and re-
sources currying fa
vor within Turkey.
Both were able to
break through the
political roadblocks,
each linking with
Turkish university
scholars. But in the
end, delays severely
limited productive
search time, and re-
sults were minimal.
Both groupsare now
seeking extension of
their permits into
2002.

Full descriptions of their work can be
found on-line. The Ark Imaging Expedi-
tion (headed up by Rex Geissler and
Ararat veteran B.J. Corbin) can be stud-
ied [noahsarksearch.com] and also
[arcimaging.org]. The Ark Research
Project (ARP) under the leadership of
Mr. Jim Hall, former biology professor
at Liberty University, can be viewed at
[arksearch.com].

Meanwhile, a less ostentatious effort
was launched by “bulldog” Ark re-
searcher Mr. Dick Bright. He acquired
local climbing permits and investigated
numerous areas of great importance.
They had no access
to aircraft or high-
tech equipment, but
backpacked all over
the mountain. Their
work was assisted
by the fact that last
summer’s glacial
melt back was ex-
tensive, and by the
utilization of several
Turkish climbers.
Many areas we had
always desired to
study were com-
pletely free of ice
and snow and were
thus ruled out, but
still no Ark.




But that’s not all. Mr. Porcher Taylor
continued trying to acquire detailed sat-
ellite data, especially of the “Ararat
Anomaly.” Further arrangements have
been made for a better, recently launched
satellite, to study this area in fine detail
next summer.

Mr. Bob Cornuke has focused on an-
other mountain, still within the overall
“mountains of Ararat,” but situated inside
the country of Iran. It seems to me that
since the Bible does not specify a loca-
tion, nor does it predict that the Ark will
ever be found, the only reason to look
anywhere is that hundreds of people
claim to have seen a structure that fitsthe
Biblical description on the Turkish moun-
tain known presently as Mt. Ararat. I'll
gladly leave the Iranian mountain to Mr.
Cornuke.

On another front, efforts in Hong
Kong to build a full-sized replica of
Noah’'sArk in a Christian theme park are
progressing. Ground has been broken for
“The Rainbow Paradise,” and completion
is set for within the year.

For the last several years, the only
book available which provided a sober
compilation of Ark search detailswas my
book, “Noah’s Ark and the Ararat Adven-
ture,” written at a junior high level. But
now two helpful new books have ap-
peared. Mr. B.J. Corbin utilized his own
familiarity with the mountain and friend-
ships with all involved to write Explor-
ers of Ararat. It details the persona ex-
periences of all major explorers, each of
whom, including myself, wrote a chap-
ter.

Just released is a new book by Dick
Bright, entitled Quest for Discovery, pub-
lished by Master Books. All significant
work on the mountain is discussed, with
his own enormous amount of work high-
lighted. So many experiences, so many
victories, so many disappointments.

All in all, both are fascinating read-
ing. All three can be ordered from ICR.

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The Bruhaha Over Human
Stem Cell Research

A small biotech company in Worcester,
Massachusetts, recently announced
through a research article submitted to
e-biomed: The Journal of Regenerative
Medicine that they had cloned a human
being to the six-celled stage. This caused
a flurry of response from religious and
political leaders. Some states, including
Cdlifornia, have banned human cloning
and the President and House are support-
ing a bill to make human cloning for re-
search illegal across the nation.

Stem cells are the product of the first
seven cell divisions of afertilized human
egg or zygote. The interest in these early
formed cellsisthat they have exceptional
capacity to form specific cell linesin the
developing embryo. They also have un-
usual capacity to reproduce in tissue cul-
turefor the purpose of studying the mecha-
nismsof differentiation. Researchershope
to explore the way in which these unique
cells make decisions about unfolding the
body’s construction during gestation.

Scientists think that they can use such
techniques to find therapies for chronic
diseases such as diabetes, Alzheimer’s,
Parkinson's, and other degenerative mala-
dies. They also want to be able to create
tissue and organ banksfor organ replace-
ment surgery. Lastly, such knowledge
will permit the production of designer
babies and clones of existing humans. No
wonder that thereis ahuman outcry over
this unilateral private research program.

Obviously, we must be concerned
about the ethical issues that have already
been raised over these practices. Isit mor-
ally right to create humansin such afash-
ion? Even more important, is it legal or
moral or justifiable to kill the embryo

once it has been formed in order to har-
vest the stem cells that make up part of
the developing embryo? The Wall Street
Journal (11/27/2001, page A4) reports,
“The use of embryosto cloneiswrong,”
President Bush told reporters during a
rose garden appearance. “We should not,
as a society, grow life to destroy it. And
that's exactly what’s taking place.”

Behind the aggressive tactics of bio-
med researchers are questions about their
motivation for defying the public and
government. The real motivation isabout
intellectual property protections and
patent claims. The U.S. Patent and Trade-
mark Office says that patenting human
beings isillegal. On the other hand, the
prospect of hugerevenuesfrom early dis-
coveriesinthisfield will certainly stimu-
late stockholders to urge their CEO’s to
push the envelope on this front.

Conversely, adversaries such as Con-
cerned Women for America and the Na-
tional Right to Life Committee spoke out
as reported in the San Diego Union Tri-
bune (11/26/2001, page A8), “This cor-
poration is creating human embryos for
the sole purpose of killing them and har-
vesting their cells. . . . Unless Congress
acts quickly, this corporation and others
will be opening human embryo farms.”

Another Pandora’s box is being
opened up before adequate safeguards are
in place to protect the innocent human
embryos that will be the victims of this
savage research program. One might
wonder just what will happen. But, the
fact that it's going to happen anyway
makes it all the more urgent for public
policy to be debated before the country
allows any further studies. Senator Sam
Brownback (R., Kansas) wants to bring
the House bill up as soon as possible and
urges a moratorium on cloning and stem
cell research until these issues are de-
bated. Thereisastrong need for supervi-
sion regarding these matters, for scien-
tists are not always interested primarily
in the public good.



One good outcome from this contro-
versy has been aredefining of when life
is attributable to an embryo. It used to be
that two weeks was considered the start
of life. Now, this brings the issue back to
the first few divisions of the human zy-
gote. Thiswill be an important point for
those who are pro-life.

Finally, there needs to be a current
review of what can and cannot be con-
sidered intellectual property. Does a hu-
man embryo have rights, and who will
defend them? This brave new world can
be civilized if the public has a chance to
enter the discussion before entrepreneurs
shut them out. ICR scientists and adjunct
faculty will continue to interact with this
issue by publishing articles and conduct-
ing interviews. You will be kept aware of
major events through these pages.

WORSHIP OR TAX CONSIDERATIONS?

Having just come through the time of year when, more than ever, we
have received a barrage of information on how to give more and have it
cost us less, we could do well to review what the Scriptures teach on the
topic.

Giving, we will remember, is the responsible privilege of all who ac-
knowledge Christ as Savior. Scripture indicates that giving is to be:

* A demonstration of who/what has our heart (Luke 12:22—-34).
e In gratitude and love (Il Corinthians 8:1-8).
* In proportion to what we have received (II Corinthians 8:11-12).

« Done cheerfully (Il Corinthians 9:7).

An exciting account of these principles has been preserved for us in
[l Corinthians 8:1-5. Note, first, in verse 5 that the believersin Macedonia
“. .. first gave their own selvesto the Lord . . ."; then (v.2) “from their
. . . great trial of affliction, the abundance of their joy and their deep
poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.” Paul goes on to tell
us that they gave “beyond their power” being first “willing of them-
selves” This resulted in a gift so far beyond what could humanly have
been given that they (the believers in Macedonia) had to (v.4) plead
with Paul to take it—Paul believing that this amount was too great a
sacrifice.

The foregoing Scripture unmistakably teaches that the source of God-
honoring giving comes from a willing and overflowing heart—not from
tax considerations. However, let us not be hasty to condemn tax-wise
giving lest we miss a significant stewardship opportunity. Giving from
such a heart, then using available tax deductions to maximize one’s giv-
ing is, | believe, one of the responsibilities/opportunities entrusted to a
steward and one for which he or she can expect to hear “well done.”
