Students hard at work on their research
projects at the ICR Graduate School.

Geology: One stu-
dent is using state-of-
the-art numerical mod-
eling technique to
model a high-density,
sub-aqueous sediment
flow, and another is
mapping the Grand
Canyon nautiloid layer
in Clark City, Nevada
area, extending the
range of the layer.

Biology: A former
pharmacist with anin-
terest in the natural origin of medicines
is defending his thesis on Biblical and
historical trends in medicine.

Physics: Two students are working on
understanding the chronology, of tiny lay-
ersin ice cores from Greenland and, an-
other is working on the impact of massive
“hypercanes’ during Noah's Flood.

Science Education: Focuses on pro-
ducing useful materials. One student is
writing on “The Sandy Hook Unit of the
Gateway National Recreation Area from
a Creationist Perspective” part of a vir-
tual tour of National Parks. Others are de-
veloping hands-on creation-based lesson
plans for student experiments to focus on
the Christian worldview.

The only thing that slows down for
ICR in the summer is the giving, yet the
expenses increase. Your help at thistime

Column

RESEARCH AT ICR

As| have often related through the pages
of Acts & Facts and in public forums, |
am wholeheartedly committed to Cre-
ation research. A strong foundation has
been laid for this work over the years by
the devel opment of asound Biblical doc-
trine of Creation and the reinterpretation
of valid scientific observations of others
within the Biblical framework. Over the
years, much has been accomplished.

We know, for instance, that every form
of life exhibits design and complexity far
surpassing the ability of natural processes
to originate it. We likewise know that
there are limits to the variability of liv-
ing things, and that the fossil record con-
tains little comfort to those who believe
in descent from a common ancestor. We
also know that the laws of physics place
formidable barriers to the origin and in-
novation of new forms of life.

Hands-on research in more recent
days has shown that catastrophismisthe
rule in geology, and that scientific obser-
vations are more compatible with the
young earth than the old earth view of
the unobserved past. Current research in
radioisotope dating has discovered that
the past was quite different from the
present. Computer modeling of past cli-
mates demonstrates how robust the Bib-
lical model really is. Thelist of research
gains could be extended at length.

But questionsremain, and much more
needs to be done. Asthe RATE initiative
described elsewhere in this issue nears
the end of its mandate, we are plotting
future projects using the phenomenally
successful RATE project as our model.
In particular, we are planning to research
the nature of the Great Flood more com-
pletely, cataloging and integrating evi-
dence for catastrophic processes acting
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Mark Armitage at the electron microscope.

over wide areas. The rich, new field of
genomics likewise beckons, offering in-
sight into the absolute “ separateness” of
the Genesis kinds, rather than evolution-
ary inter-relatedness. You'll hear more of
these as time goes on.

In July we acquired accessto two won-
derful new research tools, which have a-
ready been of usein research projects and
will be invaluable in the days ahead. Cre-
ation colleague and | CR Graduate School
alumnus, Mr. Mark Armitage, has agreed
to house both a scanning electron micro-
scope and a transmission electron micro-
scope on campus. He has several research
projects of his own in progress and has
been of great help in RATE radiohalo re-
search. We expect many helpful discover-
ies to result from thisjoint venture.

God instructed Adam to “subdue” the
earth and take “dominion” over the ani-
mals (Genesis 1:28), implying that he
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should study Creation (research) and ex-
ercise wise stewardship over it for God's
glory and man’s good. | think He is
pleased as we delve deeply into His
handiwork, giving Him the credit He de-
serves for His creative majesty.

With its strict adherence to the inerrancy
and authority of Scripture leading to its
strongly held belief in recent Creation,
ICR does not alwaysfind itself welcome.
Thisisunderstandablein naturalistic evo-
lutionary circles, but all-too-often evan-
gelical groups show even greater aversion
to its message. Thus it was a pleasant
change when ICR'’s president, Dr. John
Morris, was invited to be a Plenary
speaker at the April 24—26 National Con-
vention of the Independent, Fundamen-
tal Churches of America (IFCA) in Los
Angeles.

The IFCA had “resolved” in its 1994
convention “to . . . affirm our belief in a
literal six twenty-four hour day creation
as clearly taught by Scripture . . . ” and
the pastors and Christian workers in at-
tendance were openly in agreement. The
leaders of thefellowship of churches, how-
ever, had surmised that while all believed
in Creation and ayoung Earth, many were
not well equipped to deal with the issue,
and this resulted in the invitation.

RATE GROUP DRAFTS PLANS FOR FINAL REPORT

The eight-year project called RATE sponsored by the Institute for Creation Research
and the Creation Research Society to study radioisotopes and the age of the earth
entered its seventh year in July. At the annual meeting in San Diego on July 11-12,
2003, plans were finalized for completing the research and drafting the final report.

Each of the seven principal investigators reported progress in their areas of re-
search. Dr. D. Russell Humphreys and Dr. Andrew A. Snelling reported on progress
on helium diffusion and radiohal os, respectively. The latest results confirm the tenta-
tive reports published in Acts & Facts in the fall of 2002. Especially exciting was the
final laboratory confirmation of the young-earth helium diffusion model. Dr. John
Baumgardner reported results of studies of residual Carbon-14 in coal, and Dr. Steven
Boyd relayed his confirmatory statistical study on distinguishing literal from allegori-
cal passages in the Old Testament. Dr. Baumgardner and Dr. Boyd hope to publish
Impact articlesthiswinter. The research in most areasis progressing towards the goals
established earlier in the project.

The final RATE report is planned for release in the fall of 2005 and will contain
chapters addressing each of the research goals. In addition, a video documentary and
alay version of the final book are being planned. Each of the RATE scientists will
likely participate in various speaking opportunities with “Back to Genesis’ and tech-
nical conferencesin the summer of 2005 and afterward. A set of eight technical papers
reporting on some of the preliminary results of RATE will be presented at the 5th
International Conference on Creationism in Pittsburgh on August 2-9, 2003. The pro-
ceedings of this conference will be available in August and may be purchased from
ICR at www.icr.org/store.

Funding for RATE has been good throughout the project and about $100,000 is
still required to complete the project. There are several other short term projects which
have been identified recently which could aso be conducted if additional funding
were available. Contact Dr. Vardiman at 619/448-0900 if you wish to obtain more

REHEATING THE PREBIOTIC SOUP

A number of secular science reports have been supporting the creationist position. For
example, a 2003 report in Science! shows the famous “origin of life” experiment in
Chicago in the early 1950s to be suspect. Authors Bada and Lazcano give a glowing
review of Miller's experiment, but they also note some problems. Other evolutionists
are not at al certain of Miller's work, and for good scientific reasons—

The difficulties start to become clear when we look to see what building
blocks were actually formed in the course of the simulation experiments of
Miller and others. Robert Shapiro, professor of chemistry at New York Uni-
versity, pointed out in his 1988 book, Origins, that, contrary to what is some-
times stated, there was no synthesis of nucleotides and, indeed, only two of
the component bases (adenine and guanine) were produced to any signifi-
cant extent. Also, only two of the required 20 amino acids were formed in
appreciable amounts, which was reduced to one when the experiment was
repeated later with a less reducing atmosphere, reflecting changing views
about the primeval Earth.?

A “reducing environment” is an atmosphere rich in the element hydrogen. For de-
cades secular science classes taught the “early earth” had this hydrogen-rich environ-
ment, without any scientific support. Evolutionists had no choice but to hold Miller's
experiment in high esteem because without it, how does the secularist explain our
origin? They certainly wouldn’'t consider The Alternative! Fortunately, some Darwin-
ists have been seeing that an ancient reducing atmosphere was theorized only because
evolutionism demanded it

But is the “prebiotic soup” theory a reasonable explanation for the emer-
gence of life? Contemporary geoscientists tend to doubt that the primitive
atmosphere had the highly reducing composition used by Miller in 1953.°

Recently, many evol utionists have been throwing out the “warm little pond” idea of
Darwin in favor of something extreme—Ilife arising in scorching heat, since bacteria
have been found in places such as hot springs and deep sea thermal vents. Evolution-
ists have formulated a new biological domain (a taxonomic classification) called
Archaea, to contain these unique and robust bacteria—our supposed ancestors. They
have a bizarre metabolism and an even stranger “diet” of sulphur and hydrogen sul-
phide. But how did life arise from nonlife? The atheist must start with a sterile planet
composed only of rock and water, heated by sterilizing radioactivity from below and
sterilizing ultraviolet radiation from above, and blasted by volcanic activity and mas-
sive lightning strikes on the surface—hardly conditions for the spontaneous formation
of that delicate entity called life. Like all macroevolutionary hypotheses, the alleged
evolutionary ancestry of this unique domain called Archaea and other life forms is
both controversial and uncertain, “ Both the origin of life and the origin of major groups
of animals remain unknown.”*
